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When my children were little, especially my Daughter Kelli, I could not change my mind about something I had promised them. They would cry “You Promised, You Promised” and there was always a look of disappointment on their little faces as the person who they knew they could depend on to do what they said, sometimes didn’t. It was a look of sheer and utter disappointment as they cried out those two powerful words. In deed I had promised to do something but changed my mind not because of something they did but because of something that came up and interrupted my plans or because I was too tired. At any rate, the child did not care what the reason was. All they knew was that I had made a promise to them and I did not keep that promise.

God’s word is filled with promises. Many of them are conditional promises but the majority of them are not conditional. The promise is a simple statement “I will never leave you nor forsake you”. The gates of hell shall not prevail against the church”, I will supply all of your needs according to my riches in glory”. I will come again and where I am you may be also. These are unconditional promises and unlike fickle earthly moms and dads, God will never go back on his word. He will always keep his promise no matter what.

The most powerful visible reminder of God’s unfailing promise is the Rainbow. God told Noah that never again would the earth be destroyed by rain and as a token of this promise, he promised to set a bow in the sky that would be a reminder of this promise. Over 6000 years later this rainbow is still visible to us after a rain to remind us of the power of a promise. When I am outside after a rain shower and the sun is shining, my question is always – Where is the rainbow?” Without fail, when I look to the sky, there it is – A beautiful rainbow.  It is very interesting to discover how it is that you can see the rainbow. According to Scientists, you can only see the rainbow when Rain is in Front of you and the Sun is behind you.  In this way, the rain reflects the light from the Sun back to your eyes.  Isn’t that Profound? As Christians we can know that because God’s Word is true, whenever we see rain in front of us we can know that in order for there to be a Rainbow, the Sun (SON) must be behind us and since with God we can never say with disappointment – You Promised!, we can know that the Rainbow and the Son will be there. Just Look for the Rainbow, it’s there!
Dear Friend – Whenever storms and rain come into your life.. Remember God’s words, “I will never leave you nor forsake you”. Behind every cloud and behind every storm is the Sun and behind every storm and cloud in your life is THE SON.  There can never be a rainbow without the Sun so I have learned that if the Sun is shining after a rain shower, I can look for the rainbow because it will be there. In our lives, the Son is always there and all we have to do is look up and look for the rainbow because God will never go back on what he has promised you. What promise are you standing on today? God will do just what he said because he will never have you look at him with tears in your eyes and declare “You Promised! You Promised!
Pray with me today – Dear Lord I thank you for the rain that comes into my life and I thank you for the sun that is always shining behind the storm clouds. Even though I can not see the sun, I know it is there and if I wipe away the tears from my eyes and look up. I will see the Rainbow. Thank you for your promises. Amen
